Alexander: “NGO (Non-government organization) “Communication
without borders” holds the studio of Civic education and public journalism.
Young journalists discussed the problem “Smoking and teenagers; why do
teenagers start smoking?” Some of the reasons are: they are not confident, they
want to be opposite the adults, they think it is cool, they don’t know the harmful
effects of the smoking. Often they can’t say “no”, when they are suggested
a cigarette. Sometimes they think it will help them to communicate. We
decided to plan the action on educating teenagers about smoking. We studied
the situation in our town by making a short survey. Its aim was to pay attention
of the community to the problem. That is why I wrote an article and put the
results of the survey into the newspaper “Misto”. We asked two questions to the
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teenagers who smoked: “At what age did you start smoking?” and “Who buys
you cigarettes?”. Then we analyzed the results of the survey. Most of the
teenagers answered that they started smoking at the age of eleven or twelve. But
some of them started smoking at the age of seven. 97% all those who were asked
said that they bought cigarettes by themselves at the kiosks of the town. I think
that local authorities should be stricter to the businessmen who break the law
selling cigarettes to children. At the other hand community should be more
active in protection of childrens’ rights to healthy living”.

The modern world needs a lot of energy to get electricity. Not only
industrialized countries need more and more energy but developing countries
want fair share of energy to develop their own industries, that is why now we
use different energy sources.

Fossil fuels (coal, oil and natural gas), created by plants and animals long
ago — are the main. Over 3/ 4 of electricity comes from them. Fossil fuels are
“non-renewable” sources. That means that once they have been used, they are
gone forever.

Biomass (plant and animal matter used to provide fuel of energy — wood,
cow dang, etc.) gives us about 15% of electricity. Wood is the main fuel for 80%
of people in developing countries.

About 5% of energy is hydropower. People used waterpower in water mills
long times ago, but today it is used mainly to generate electricity. A lot of rivers
all over the world can be developed but building big dams people shouldn’t
forget about the control of the flow and the environment.

Solar panels, windmills, geothermal power stations, and tidal and wave
power stations provide less than 1% of our energy. The forces of nature are used
to provide clean, renewable sources of energy. Solar power is a clean one, but
unfortunately it cannot be used everywhere and all the time. People also use
the movement of the ocean tides to generate power and create electricity.

Using different sources of energy people should remember about the
environment and about the world that we should leave for future generations.
